It continues to impart knowledge in the management domain with a unique cross-functional
perspective to prepare future leaders who can manage and create powerful organisations.
To realise the vision of the Institute, IIM Rohtak is providing world-class education in
management not only through full-time and regular programmes but also through various
long and short-duration online programmes.

Located within the National Capital Region (NCR) of India, the permanent campus of IIM
Rohtak is 90 minutes from Delhi International Airport. The state-of-the-art campus spread
over an area of 200 acres, is strategically located on National Highway - 10 and is well
connected to Delhi. The extension campus of IIM Rohtak will start at Gurugram.

8th in the country on educational ranking. The institute offers a dynamic environment for
high-quality research in all functional areas of management that will benefit various
segments of the business and society.

With a GDP of $370
billion (PPP basis), NCR is now ranked 30th globally in terms of
the size of the economy of a region and is expected to be 11th
largest globally by 2030, according to Oxford Economics forecast.
| believe that the primary drivers of NCR growth are a juxtaposition
of policy-making, the availability of superior and growing
infrastructure, and excellent education and research institutions.
IIM Rohtak’s strategic location in the NCR enables it to be a lever
to further aid the development activity in this global epicenter of
business activities. To further consolidate and build upon its
locational advantage, IIM Rohtak is coming up with a new, state-of-the-art campus in the
heart of Gurugram city. The campus, being developed as one of the best urban campuses
in the country, furthers our vision.

The vision of IIM Rohtak is to be a global leader in management education. The institute
has marked its place among top management institutes across the globe with AMBA
accreditation. With this recognition, IIM Rohtak becomes the fifth IIM and the first among
second and third-generation |IMs to achieve this landmark. IIM Rohtak participated for the
first time in the prestigious QS-World University Rankings 2024 and secured 151+ rank
globally. The institute is also ranked the 12th Best Management Institute in India as per
NIRF Ranking 2023. Also, the institute has been ranked 8th in the country in terms of
educational ranking.

| believe any business entity’s interest must coincide with the interest of the government
and society at large. Due to IIM Rohtak’s locational advantage, | hope to see more
synchronization between government, local businesses, and management education. In
line with this thought, [IM Rohtak is committed to the Public Policy work. The institute is
executing several research projects with government bodies like the Ministry of Home
Affairs, Ministry of Agriculture, National Disaster Relief Force, and Haryana Skill
Development Mission.

IIM Rohtak has entered into its fourteenth year of establishment and completed thirteen
years of excellent academic activities. The 13th Batch of the Post Graduate Programme in
Management (PGP) was inaugurated in July 2022. A total of 236 students from the 12th
Batch of MBA programme, 01 student from PhD programme, and 37 students from the
BBA programme graduated on April 08, 2023 and a total of 321 students the 13th Batch of
MBA programme, 01 student from PhD programme, and 38 students from the BBA
programme graduated on March 30, 2024.
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The 14th batch of the Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) was inducted in
July 2023. 265 students, including 206 females and 59 males, joined the batch of Post
Graduate Programme (PGP). The institute had approximately 78% female students
amongst its batch of 2023, reflecting its commitment to female empowerment through
education.

Our success is evident in the placement of our students in the corporate world. [IM Rohtak
continued to witness the 100% placement record with its 13th PGP batch. More than 237
recruiters participated, out of which 70+ were new companies. The highest domestic CTC
offered was 48.25 LPA, whereas the average CTC was 19.27 LPA. In a challenging
recruitment scenario, the institute saw a remarkable year-on-year increase of 3% in the
annual CTC offertoits students. The top 10% of the batch received an average CTC offer of
37.25 LPA. IIM Rohtak also witnessed a steep increase in the number of PPOs and PPlIs
offered to the students, with a rise of 65% over last year.

This year, the institute forged new partnerships with over 70+ recruiters such as Airtel
Payments Bank, Bloomberg, Decathlon, Dell, Havells, HSBC, IDBI Bank, Innover Digital,
Kirloskar Oil, L&T, Lakme, Maruti Suzuki, Mother Dairy, MPhasis, Pramerica, TATA AlG,
Yokohama and several other renowned companies. Key recruiters this year included
Accenture, Aditya Birla Grasim, Amazon, Amul, Bain Capability Network, Capgemini,
Cognizant, Ernst & Young, Gartner, ICICI Bank, Indus Valley Partners, Mahindra &
Mahindra, NatWest, OfBusiness, SBI Capital Markets, Tata Steel, and Yes Bank among
others, continued to impose faith in the ability of our students. This year also witnessed a
good number of pre-placement offers being given by various recruiters. Consulting and
general management were the most sought-after domains, with over 24% and 21% of the
batch being recruited in each of these domains, respectively.

IIM Rohtak has completed its summer placements for the batch of 2023-25 with some
inspirational facts and figures. 72+ companies participated in the summer placement
process. The average stipend was Rs. 82,041/-, and the highest stipend for two months
was Rs. 3,00,000/-. The top domain for recruitment this year has been sales & marketing,
with organizations like Of Business, TATA Steel, PepsiCo Ultratech Cement, Vedanta,
Bombay Shaving Company, and Schindler hiring summer interns. Consulting was the next
most-preferred sector with top firms like Cognizant making offers to the students. Other
significant domains include finance, analytics, operations and HR. Prestigious recruiters in
these domains included IDFC Bank, YES Bank, Lenskart, Titan, and Luminous. The
summer placements reflect the PGP 14 batch's excellence in the application of academic
learnings to the real world

During the year, the institute entered the 11th year of its doctoral programme, Doctoral
Programme in Management (DPM). One student graduated in April 2023. The student had
an “A Category” journal publication before graduation, highlighting IIM Rohtak's strong
research emphasis.
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[IM Rohtak has always been driven by the vision to introduce innovative and breakthrough
programmes for the larger eligible student community. In concurrence with the institute's
vision, IIM Rohtak introduced a Five Year Integrated Programme in Law (BBA-LLB) in
2021. IIM Rohtak is the first and only IIM to have started this programme. The third batch
was inducted in August 2023 at the Rohtak campus. Another dual bachelors and masters
programme for students introduced by us in 2019 is the five year Integrated Programme in
Management. IIM Rohtak was the first IIM to start the BBA + MBA Programme. Among the
186 students in IPM02 batch, 38 students were awarded BBA Degrees and 147 students
promoted to 4th year of programme (i.e. PGP 1st Year).

[IM Rohtak also runs several non-residential, long-term programmes for working
professionals that are delivered in a blended learning format. These include the Executive
Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGPx) and Executive Post Graduate Diploma
in Sports Management (EPGDSM) programmes. The Fifth Batch of PGPx (2023-24) is
currently going on and will be graduating in Sept 2024.

IIM Rohtak is also a pioneer in providing executive education. So far, more than 6000
professionals from both public and private sectors have been trained under MDP
programmes. Year-long industry-focused MDPs are offered on various topics such as
Project Management, Data Analytics, Advanced Human Resource Analytics, Advanced
Supply Chain Management, Strategic Digital Marketing &amp; Analytics, Lean Operations
Management & Six Sigma, and Product and Brand Management. Several customized
Management Development Programmes have also been designed for governmental
departments, PSUs, and private corporates over the years. Our clients include Indo-
Tibetan Border Police (ITBP), Central Reserve Police Force (CRPF), Indian OiIl
Corporation Limited (IOCL), Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS), TATA AlIG General
Insurance Company Ltd, Satluj Jal Vidyut Nigam (SJVN) Shimla, Indian Police Services,
and Haryana Police Services.

[IM Rohtak has undertaken stimulating projects with government departments like Ministry
of Home Affairs, Ministry of Agriculture, Haryana Skill Development Mission, and National
Disaster Relief Force. Due to the locational advantage, | hope to see more synchronization
between the government, local businesses, and management education. In other words,
we hope to see not only more participation in working on special projects with companies
and government departments in the NCR but also the introduction of new programmes to
caterto the diverse market in this region.

The institute signed a MoU with Tajik National University for academic collaborations. The
institute also has academic and research collaboration, including joint research, faculty
exchange, and student exchange programs, with multiple institutes. These include: Ulster
University, UK; Oxford Centre for Hindu Studies, UK; Ryerson University, Canada;
University of Bath, UK; Lancaster University, UK; Leeds Beckett University, UK; Zurich
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University, Switzerland; University do Porto, Portugal; British Columbia Institute, Canada;
University of New Haven, USA; University of Helsinki, Finland; University of Alabama,
CEIBS, Shanghai; UAE University, UAE; University of Missouri, USA; NYU — Abu Dhabi
Campus, UAE; Tashkent Institute Branch, Plekhanov Russian University of Economics,
Uzbekistan. The institute has also signed MoU for co-development of intellectual resources
with various pivotal governmental agencies. These include: Headquarters Integrated
Defence Staff (HQ IDS); India International Arbitration Centre; Ministry of Commerce and
Industry; and Department of Commerce, Directorate General of Foreign Trade.

The current sanctioned faculty strength is 46, with 158 visiting/adjunct professors. We have
the best gender ratio in faculty amongst all [IMs, with 1/3rd of faculty being women. The
faculty are supported by a significant and capable group of support staff to seamlessly
conduct all academic and non-academic activities of the institute. All of our faculty
members are committed to publishing their research in high-quality journals and other
outlets. During 2023-24, over 65 research papers have been published and accepted in
leading journals by them. 26 research papers have been published in A/A* category
journals. This makes IIM Rohtak faculty amongst the best in research in the country.
Faculty members also have to their credit several papers in conferences of international
quality, in addition to book, book chapters and case studies.

IIM Rohtak started the publication of the 'Emerging Economies Case Journal',
demonstrating a strong research culture of IIM Rohtak. The ten editions of this journal are
already published. Also, the institute has an in-house case repository that has a
contribution from faculty members of [IM Rohtak.

[IM Rohtak was also at the forefront of organizing conferences, summits and events. [IM
Rohtak co-hosted the International Conference with the Academy for Global Business
Advancement (AGBA) in Dubai from May 20-23, 2023. Researchers from 32 countries
presented more than 250 papers at the conference on the theme “Business and
Entrepreneurship Development in a Globalized and Digitalized Era.” The institute also
organised the 16th World Punjabi Conference on February 24-25, 2024 in New Delhi,
where participants from several countries and states attended the conference. Besides
these events, the institute successfully organized the annual TedEx Talk. Several other
events, like Run for Unity, Hindi Pakhwada, Swachhta Pakhwada, Constitution Day,
International Yoga Day and cultural events, were also organised during the year.

PGP 14 of [IM Rohtak had an induction cum orientation programme conducted between
July 1-2, 2023. During these days, students had an opportunity to interact and gain
valuable insights from eminent guests like Shri Kamal Kishore, Member Secretary of the
National Disaster Management Authority; Shri Sameer, an international lyricist and
Guinness World Record, and Syed Ata Hasnain, recipient of multiple awards from PVSM,
UVSM, and UYSM.
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The institute inducted the fifth batch of IPM and the third batch of IPL Programme in an
induction and orientation programme held on August 05, 2023. Students had orientation
and induction with excellent interaction with eminent guest speakers including Hon'ble
Chief Guest Dr. Satya Pal Singh, Hon'ble Member of Parliament and Hon'ble Guest of
Honor Dr. Montek Singh Ahluwalia, Former Deputy Chairman, Planning Commission of
India. The institute celebrated its 15th Foundation Day on 16th November 2023. Shri
Sanjeev Kausal, IAS, Chief Secretary, Haryana, graced the occasion as the Chief Guest,
and Brig Dr. Arvind Lal, Padma Shri, Chairman & MD, Dr. Lal Path Labs was the Guest of
Honor.

Student activities during the year were diverse, and their achievements were truly
commendable. The students, with faculty support, organized 1 HR Summit, 2 Management
Summits and 1 Management Conclave, with 14 Panels across varied fields and close to 60
distinguished panelists from renowned companies. Senior corporate leaders shared their
experiences, expertise, opinions, and ideas on changing industry environment and
organizational practices with students and faculty members at various summits. Speakers
represented organizations like Hexaware Technologies, Knowlarity - Cloud
Communications, L&T Edutech, Hitachi Systems India Pvt Ltd, PepsiCo, Marsh McLennan
India, Michelin, and Adidas DBC Buying & Planning.

Post Graduate Programme (PGP)

“Education is something which makes man self-reliant and selfless”. - RIG VEDA

The Post-Graduate Programme (PGP) in Management at the Indian Institute of
Management Rohtak (IIM Rohtak) offers a judicious blend of theory and practice and is
delicately designed to be change-oriented. The course curriculum is continually reviewed
and updated to cater to the requirements of the industry and reflect changes in the
environment. Aunique feature of the PGP Programme at |IM Rohtak is its inbuilt concern for
the larger society as reflected in the design of the curriculum, which aims at nurturing well-
focused, value-conscious, and socially committed managers and leaders of the future.
Being aware of the shifting boundaries and the winds of change in a globalizing business
environment, the programme also lays considerable emphasis on exposure to the latest
industry trends in analytics, strategy, and cross-cultural issues.

Two years PGP in Management is a full-time residential programme for graduates from any
discipline. Admission is based on CAT examination followed by a Personal Interview (PI).
The first year of coursework covers the essential core courses. This is followed by a
summer internship in the industry for a period of 8 to 10 weeks. In the second year, the
coursework will be primarily devoted to specialized streams. The Institute offers
specialization in Management Information systems, Economics & Public Policy, Human
Resource Management, Operations Management & Quantitative Techniques, Marketing &
Strategy Management, Finance & Accounting. Some compulsory courses and simulations
in the second year help students develop an integrated approach to solving managerial
problems.

The First year of the PG Programme provides incoming students with a thorough
understanding of the functional areas of management. All the courses in the core
curriculum are common to all students and considering the level of rigour with which it is
taught, enabling them to enter any stream of management when they embark upon a
career, regardless of the choice of specialization they make in the second year. The first
year also lays the foundation for moulding a unique IIM Rohtak brand where, as stated
earlier, a concern for the wider society and an abiding value system are firmly imprinted.
Besides, formal training in Business Ethics and Socioeconomic Transformation starts at
the very beginning of the Post Graduate Programme.

The second-year courses, apart from one compulsory course in each term, are elective
offerings in the areas of Economics and Public Policy, Financial and Accounting
Management, Management Information Systems, Operations Management and
Quantitative Techniques, Marketing & Strategic Management, Organisation Behaviour &
Human Resource Management. [IM Rohtak Faculty, as well as professionals from industry
and academia (as adjunct and guest faculty), conduct these courses, which give in-depth
insights into the subject matter and hands-on experience through projects and diverse
case studies.
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Curriculum

The duration of the IIM-Rohtak Post Graduate Programme is two academic years. Each
Academic year normally begins in June/July and ends in March and consists of three
Terms. The students go for summer internships at the end of the Third Term. Each course
is structured around the concept of credits. A full course requires 25 hours of classroom
instructions and interactions. Thus, students normally require another 75 hours of
preparation on their own at the minimum, so, typically, at least 100 hours need to be
devoted to a full course. Instructors facilitate effective learning in their courses through
multiple pedagogical tools, including lectures, discussions, case methods, behavioural
and computer-based simulations, projects, class presentations, and various forms of
technology-based learning such as multi-media, case analysis, video conferencing and e-
learning.

Compulsory Courses inthe First Year

The first-year courses are aimed at building the foundation of the programme. Hence, all
students are required to complete all the first-year courses. These courses are designed to
provide basic conceptual knowledge and analytical tools in different disciplines and
functional areas of management, incorporating inter-dependent and inter-related
disciplines, functions, and factors that form the core of organizational functioning and
managerial effectiveness. Uniquely, the first-year curriculum also consists of courses that
aim atinculcating a sense of ethical consciousness and social responsibility.

The entire curriculum of the PGP Programme is reviewed by the curriculum review
committee after rigorous brainstorming with industry experts, alumni, management
thinkers, and faculty.

Hence, the first-year core curriculum consists of the following courses:

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Second Year—Elective Courses

In the second year of the Programme, students register for elective courses that are
courses of their choice from a large set of courses offered by various Academic Areas of the
Institute. They also take one compulsory course during Term |V, V and VI, respectively. The
elective courses are expected to enable a student to gain deeper knowledge and
understanding of and acquire the required skills in specific/chosen areas in management.

Credit requirements in the Second Year: In the second year of the programme, each
student must earn a minimum of 16 credits through the courses offered, excluding the
compulsory course. The Term-wise, as well as overall minimum and maximum credit
requirements, are given in the table below. Students must ensure that they have earned an
overall credit of 16 for becoming eligible to graduate.

Non-Credit Courses: The PGP Committee may approve to organize some courses as
purely non-credit courses for the benefit of students. A Pass grade is awarded to those

students who successfully complete the non-credit course.

Project Courses: In addition, the students may also choose project courses duly approved
by the PGP Committee. Individual faculty members initiate project courses based either on
the initiative/request from students or on their own and, at most, three students may be
enrolled in each such course. A student can select a maximum of one project course per
term during each of the Terms IV, V, or VI, but not more than two such courses in the entire
year. The credits obtained through project courses will be included in the computation of

CGPA and for meeting the requirements for the award of the Degree.
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Admissions 2023

For the Post Graduate Program (PGP) 2023-25 batch admissions, IIM Rohtak conducted
the Pl process independently. The basic objective of IIM Rohtak's admission process was
to identify meritorious candidates for admission under each category of admission, viz.,
General, NC-OBC, SC, ST, EWS and PWD/DAP. While merit was the prime consideration,
the Institute recognizes the possibility of a skewed student structure in favour of male
gender and engineering and related subjects at graduation in the normal course. Hence, it
strives to ensure a better balance in opportunities among different subject streams and
genders. Itwas also part of IIM Rohtak's approach to duly recognize academic consistency.

Evaluation by multiple criteria is consistent with empirical research on recruitment and
selection that shows greater efficacy of recruitment processes that uses multiple criteria.
The CAT score, over and above being a selection criterion, is also used to establish the
minimum level of proficiency that is expected from the candidate in respective faculties as
indicated by section-wise minimum scores in the CAT. Multiple criteria are used to arrive at
a composite score for every candidate, which is used to select candidates for the
subsequent stage.

IIM Rohtak adopted a three-stage selection process. The first stage was to register online

based on minimum aggregate percentile scores in the CAT 2022 exam. The common
shortlisting criteria based on CAT score 2022 is appended below in Table 1:

The second phase process was applied to all eligible candidates who registered for [IM
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Rohtak to determine those qualifying candidates who were called for a Personal

Interview (PI). During the PI process, the candidates selected for a particular half-day

(morning or afternoon) session were assessed by the two interviewers. Interviewers

evaluated each candidate on his/her performance during the personal interview. These

scores, in combination with the pre-Pl selection parameters, were used in the third

stage of selection to identify the candidates through merit selection from among those

candidates who appear for the PI.

Admission Summary 2023

The Institute had made an offer to 1470 candidates. The summary of the offer to various
categories is detailed in Table 3. While in the General Category offers were given to 738
students, 224 had accepted and 125 registered for the programme, similarly, in the NC-
OBC category 314 students were offered, 134 had accepted and 63 students registered for
the programme, in the case of SC students 197 students were offered 81 had accepted and
35 students registered. However, in the case of ST students, the Institute had made offers
to 107 students, 31 had accepted and 18 students had registered for the programme. In the
case of Differently Abled Students, 12 of them were given offer, 5 had accepted, but no one
was registered. For EWS students, 102 of them were given offers, 55 had accepted, and 24

students registered.

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Integrated Programme in Management (IPM)

Five-Year Integrated Programme in Management is a comprehensive management
programme that has a combined course of management studies from undergraduate (UG)
to postgraduate (PG). On successful completion of the programme of 5 years, the
participants will be awarded with Master of Business Administration (MBA) by IIM Rohtak. If
any studentintends to exit after successfully completing the programme requirement at the
end of 3 years, he/she will be awarded with a degree of Bachelor of Business
Administration (BBA).

Programme Structure

The programme consists of 15 terms spread over a period of 5 years. A year has three
terms, each of 3 months duration. The entire programme is divided into two parts; the first
part focuses on the foundation courses, whereas the second part focuses on management.
Students require to undergo internships at the end of every academic year.

Curriculum:

The curriculum has 4 core areas: Mathematics, Economics, Statistics, and Humanities.
Apart from these, other courses such as Business Communication, Management
Information System, Business, and Foreign Languages are also offered. Courses offered
atthe PG level (4th and 5th year) will be the same.

Admission Criteria:

(a) Minimum 60% in Standard X/ SSC and Standard Xll/ HSC or equivalent examinations
(55% for the candidates from SC/ ST/ PWD category)

(b) Maximum 20 years of age as on June 30, 2023 for IPM-05

(c) Reservation was applicable as per GOl norms after meeting the minimum eligibility
criteria.

Note: Students, who were likely to complete Standard XlI/ HSC or equivalent by June 30,
2023, also applied subject to meeting the criteria as mentioned above.

Selection Procedure:

(a) Interested applicants filled the registration form.

(b) All the interested applicants had undergone |[IM Rohtak's IPM Aptitude Test that
examined the aptitude, logical reasoning and proficiency in English of the applicant.

(c) Shortlisted candidates based on their past academics and aptitude test results were
called for Online Personal Interview (PI).

(d) Final merit list was prepared based on the performance of the candidates in past
academics and personal interviews.

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Integrated Programme in Law (IPL)

Five-Year Integrated Programme in Law (IPL) is for students after intermediate (10th+2)
standard who intend to pursue their career in Legal and Business Management. It is an
integrated law programme that has a combined course of legal and management studies.
The programme aims at moulding outstanding young students into managers and
corporate lawyers. It will provide a unique blend of foundational knowledge of various
management and core law subjects. This will result in a deeper understanding of the
multifaceted world of business and law for participants of the programme.

On successful completion of the academic rigour of 5 years (with a maximum period of 7
years), the participant is awarded with Integrated degree in Law (BBA-LL.B.) by IIM
Rohtak. There is no lateral entry on the plea of graduation in any subject or exit by way of
awarding a degree splitting the integrated programme at any intermediate stage of the
programme.

The programme is affiliated and recognized by BCI (Bar Council of India).
Programme Structure & Curriculum

Overall, the programme consists of 15 terms spread over a period of five years. Ayear has
three terms, each of around three months duration. The entire programme consists of
courses in Business Management and Legal Education. Students will be undergoing
several internships during the course of the programme.

The programme will create an opportunity for the students to pursue legal education of
global standards through a curriculum and pedagogy that best reflects the study of
international law, comparative law, foreign law and domestic law. Apart from these,
students will also undergo courses in the domain of business management, international
affairs, humanities, public policy, and foreign languages.

Admission Criteria

(@) General, NC-OBC and EWS Category: Minimum 60% in standard X/SSC and
standard XIlI/HSC or equivalent examinations, Maximum 20 years of age as on June
30 application year.

(b) SC, ST and PWD (DAP) Category: Minimum 55% in standard X/SSC and standard
XII/HSC or equivalent examinations, Maximum 20 years of age as on June 30
application year.

Note 1: Candidates who are likely to complete standard Xll/ HSC or equivalent by the end
of June application year can also apply, subject to meeting the minimum eligibility criteria
after the declaration of results (only in case of Xllth standard) as mentioned above. If
selected, such candidates will be offered admission to the programme provisionally. At the
time of registration for the programme, such candidates must produce X and Xll standard
mark sheets (securing minimum marks i.e., 60% for General, EWS, and NC-OBC or 55%
for SC, ST and PWD) along with school leaving certificate/migration certificate, failing
which the candidate's admission offer stands cancelled.
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Note 2: The percentage of marks obtained by the candidate in X and XII Standard would be
calculated based on the aggregate marks of the best five subjects that appear in the mark
sheet/grade sheet, irrespective of the Board's regulation. In case the candidates are
awarded letter grades or grade points instead of marks, the conversion of grades to the
percentage of marks of the best five subjects would be based on the procedure certified by
the Board/ Competent Authority explaining the method of conversion from where they have
obtained the certificate.

Selection Procedure
Stage I: Online Registration

Interested applicants who fulfil the above-mentioned eligibility criteria will fill out the
registration form.

a) Applicants foradmission to the programme will be shortlisted on the basis ofthe CLAT
Examination (Common Law Admission Test) 2024.

b) IPM Aptitude Test (AT) 2024: The candidate interested for the IPL admissions at [IM
Rohtak and did not appear for CLAT 2024, can also apply for IPL programme by
appearing for IPM AT 2024. Such candidates will have to select the option of IPL
Programme along with IPM Programme during the registration process.

Stage ll: Shortlisting and Online Personal Interview

a) The shortlisted applicants will be called for the Personal Interview on the basis of
minimum eligibility criteria and CLAT Score 2024/ IPM AT 2024 Score.

b) The announcement of Call for Personal Interviews (P1) will be done in First Week of
June (Tentative).

c) Thecandidates, during their personal interviews, will be evaluated on the basis of their
academics, general awareness, and communication skills.

d) Theinterviews are proposed to be held in Second Week of June 2024 (Tentative)

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Doctoral Programme in Management (DPM)

Introduction

Indian Institute of Management Rohtak (IIM Rohtak) aims to become a global leader in the
creation and dissemination of management knowledge and India's future global learning
centre.

In line
with its vision and planning, [IM Rohtak launched its Doctoral Programme in Management
in the academic year 2013-14. It has incorporated the strengths of similar programmes in
other lIMs and other major institutions and has included specific innovative features as per
the emerging needs. IIM Rohtak sees the Doctoral Programme as a crucial source of
management researchers and teachers of top quality both to the academic institutions,
including lIMs, and to the industry, business, government, and society.

Curriculum:
The duration of the Doctoral Programme in Management at 1IM Rohtak is of four years.
Each academic year consisting of three terms begins in June/July and ends in March.

The DPM journey consists of two major phases. In the first phase, the participants will
attend courses in the first two years. In the first year, participants will undergo core Doctoral
Programme in Management (DPM) and Post Graduate Programme (PGP) courses to
develop fundamental understanding of Management. A Viva-Voce (VV) and/or Written
exam will be conducted at the end of the first year to test whether the student has obtained a
satisfactory level of knowledge. The VV performance of the doctoral participants will be
evaluated using the pass-or-fail scheme. A doctoral participant should secure at least 60%
marks for satisfactory completion of the VV. The doctoral participants will only be provided a
maximum of two attempts in total. If the student fails to clear the VV in two attempts, s/he will
be asked to withdraw from the programme.

In the second year, all the courses are designed exclusively for the DPM, which
strengthens the area-specific understanding of the participants. After two years, the
participants are expected to pass a comprehensive examination to infer whether they have
acquired the necessary capabilities to undertake independent research. The transition
from one year to the next year is based on the stipulated performance of the participants.
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In the second year, all the courses are designed exclusively for the DPM, which
strengthens the area-specific understanding of the participants.

In the second phase, the participant will develop and present a research proposal. After
undertaking the required research as proposed, the participant will submit the doctoral
thesis before the end of the fourth year. The submission of the thesis will be permitted after
the participant publishes a peer-reviewed international journal article (or paper accepted
for publication) and a national/international conference proceedings paper. During the
coursework, the participants will be mentored by the faculty advisor and in the third year, by
a thesis advisory committee consisting of three faculty members to guide the research and
the dissertation writing. The thesis will be examined by a panel of experts who are well-
recognized in the research domain of the thesis.

Participants with an IIM PGDM are exempted from the first-year PGP coursework. All the
participants are permitted to submit the thesis after satisfactorily fulfilling the criteria of the
DPM programme.

Financial Aid

The participants are given a monthly stipend, a contingency grant, a waiver of tuition fees,
support to attend international/national conferences and support for research visits to
global partnerinstitutions.

The participants of the DPM are given a stipend of Rs. 34,000/- per month in the first and
second years; and Rs. 40,000/- per month for the third and fourth years. In addition to this, a
merit stipend of Rs.10,000/- per month in the second year and Rs.15,000/- per month in the
third and fourth years is given to the deserving participants.

All the participants will receive a contingency grant of Rs. 2,50,000/- distributed across four
years of the programme.

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1-Year Executive Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGPx)

Introduction

The Indian economy has been growing rapidly since the early 1990s. Industry, particularly
the corporate sector, has simultaneously seen tremendous progress - in terms of diversity
of companies, source and volume of investment, diversity of products and services, and so
on. With rapid growth, the requirement for trained managers and business decision-
makers is also growing phenomenally. A large number of executives currently serving
companies might have joined their careers before they could acquire management
qualifications. Most of them may not be able to quit their jobs to complete full-time
management programmes. Their organizations may not afford to grant them long
sabbaticals to pursue a full-time management programme. At the same time, to move
upward in the career ladder and to reach senior and top-level corporate positions, they may
need formal management qualifications. The One Year Post-Graduate Programme in
Management for Executives (PGPx) is designed to provide such executives with an
opportunity to get a formal management qualification of a premier brand in India with a
state-of-the-art knowledge acquisition.

For many other executives, there may be a prior formal qualification in management; but it
could have been acquired either at the commencement of their career or in the long past. In
this case, refreshing their management knowledge and/or upgrading their managerial skills
and capabilities may be essential to realize their full potential to be future leaders and
CXOs. The rapid pace of global integration has further necessitated the acquisition of new
management skills for aspiring executives and leaders. There is a growing need for having
strong functional fundamentals, analytical ability and refined behavioural skills on the part
of managers. The corporates strive hard to create a strong backup of versatile executives
with strong functional knowledge and a holistic management perspective. Managers need
the right blend of knowledge, leadership styles, skills, judgment, and confidence along with
necessary human and ethical values which can ultimately transform them into “Global
Visionary Leaders” as required for the future.

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Programme Delivery

There will be an on-campus module (20 sessions) will be at the commencement of each
term.

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Infrastructure

The state-of-the-art campus is situated at the well-connected Delhi-Hisar National
Highway in a sprawling area of 200 acres. It has been constructed with world-class facilities
of classrooms, seminar hall, open auditorium, student activity centre, etc., to facilitate and
nurture an environment for the best student learning outcome. The entire campus is Wi-Fi
enabled to provide unlimited internet access to students. Adequate healthcare facilities,
transport facilities, convenience stores, etc., are provided to the students, faculty, and staff.
The institute has a well-established Knowledge Resource Centre, IT Resource Centre,
Video Conferencing Facility, and Studios for Executive Education courses and Webinar
Sessions.

Administrative Block

Administrative block at IIM Rohtak has the Directorate, Board Room, Meeting Rooms,
Administrative Offices, and Programme Offices.

Academic Block

The Academic Block has 26 state-of-the-art classrooms with a capacity of 100 seats, 90
seats, 60 seats and 48 seats among all. The ergonomic lecture rooms are equipped with
the latest audio-visual systems, acoustically engineered, and equipped with goose-neck
mics and lapel mics. The academic block includes faculty cabins, meeting rooms,
executive education studios for online classes, and corporate lounges.
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Seminar Hall

The Institute has a well-furnished, air-conditioned spacious Seminar Hall with a seating
capacity of 450 persons.lt is equipped with a DLP Projector with Cyclorama Screen and
Audio and is used for multi-purpose events like live concerts/plays, meetings, seminars,
and guest lectures:

Student Residential Block

Residential area for students is within walking distance from the academic block. Itincludes
hostels, halls of residence, mess, spacious parking, shopping complex and indoor and
outdoor sports facilities. All the wings have a common area for student interactions, a
washing section, and fully equipped single and double-occupancy rooms. All the hostel
buildings are well connected with the Wi-Fi facility.

Students Activity Centre

dumbbells for the use of the students and employees. The students' Activity Centre has
some indoor sports facilities too.
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Open Gym

Institute owns an open gym that is functional for use by the students and employees. The
gym equipments are installed in an open area near the Hostel Blocks.

Faculty and Staff Accommodations

The campus also provides in campus accommodation facilities to faculty and staff. The
faculty block includes 4BHK, 3BHK and 2BHK accommodations for full-time faculty
members. Italso includes 2BHK and 1BHK accommodations for staff.

Knowledge Resource Centre

IIM Rohtak's Knowledge Resource Centre (KRC) caters to the ever-growing learning
needs of students and faculty of the Institute. It provides state-of-the-art information
resources in the areas of management and related disciplines.

The KRC plays a crucial role in furthering the Institute's mission of creation and
dissemination of knowledge. Itis an automated library with an excellent collection of books,
print and online journals, reports, e-databases, and other relevant resources across all
business management and law disciplines.
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KRC is focused on providing e-delivery of information to users through network-based e-
database access, book circulation through barcode systems, and accessibility through
Web-OPAC. All the e-resources are accessible through the Institute-wide network as well
as from anywhere via the RemoteXs service subscribed by the Institute. KRC also
manages the case repository of [IM Rohtak, which includes cases authored by faculty.

Collection Development and Management

KRC keeps adding to its collection comprising books, journals, reports, e-databases, e-
journals, and other digital resources of internationally recognised importance to the
business and management community. As on March 31, 2024, the KRC has a collection of
9191 books, 260 CDs/DVDs, 381 working papers etc. The library subscribes to 28
National/International print journals and magazines. It also subscribed to 06 e-journals that
are free with a print subscription, and one subscribed online newspaper. KRC provides
access to more than 22800+ e-journals/magazines through different databases.

E-Resources

KRC subscribes to a number of company and industry databases, e-journal databases,
bibliographic databases, law databases, management cases, and e-journals to provide the
latest scholarly information to its users. KRC also has access to 31 e-databases, including
6 e-databases provided by e-ShodhSindhu (eSS): Consortium for Higher Education
Electronic Resources, Ministry of Education (GOI) and 02 e-databases provided by NDL

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IT Resources Centre (ITRC)

IIM Rohtak has new-generation computers that support diverse computing requirements,
access to databases and archives, rapid retrieval of relevant information and updating and
disseminating academic and research material. IT Setup at IIMR comprises a multi-
layered architecture, the lowest layer of which is made up of personal computers and
workstations. The next layer consists of file servers and database servers. The third layer
consists of the Web server and other high-end servers/computers required for resource-
demanding tasks. The academic building and student hostels are a part of the campus LAN
and all the services available on the LAN can be accessed from any system in the Institute
Network.

Hardware Infrastructure

Institute has Core i7 and Core i5 high-end personal computers, High-end Quad-core Xeon
Processor-based Dell/IBM Servers, Cisco Layer3/Layer2 Switches, and HP Layer2
Network Switches installed on the Campus. Konica/HP/Xerox make network printers that
are connected to the internal network. Class Rooms are equipped with Intel Corei7 /Corei5
processor-based computers. The institute has dedicated 1 Gbps NKN and 1 Gbps Backup
Internet Leased Line for Internet access. EMC Data Storage Facility is available to cater for
the electronic data storage requirements of the Institute.

Campus Network

The Academic buildings on the campus are interconnected through 48/24 Core Single
Mode Fiber and connectivity to desktops has been provided using 4 4-pair CAT6 UTP
cables, ensuring a 100 Mbps connection at the desktop level. The Computer Center acts
as the central hub of the institute OFC and LAN network and hosts a Layer3 backbone
switch. The Access switches are located in respective buildings in the campus. All the
hostels are connected to the LAN and Wi-Fi Network (WLAN).

The Campus Wi-Fi has been enabled to provide mobility to the users for accessing various
services/e-resources available on the Institute's network. Classrooms, Library, Computer
Centre, and Seminar Hall, are enabled with the indoor wireless network.

SCHEDULE 24:- SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. BASIS FOR PREPARATION OF ACCOUNTS

The Accounts are prepared under Historical Cost Convention, unless otherwise
stated, and generally on the Accrual method of accounting followed by going
concern basis.

2. REVENUE RECOGNITION

21 Fees from Student are accounted on cash basis.

2.2 Intereston Investments, Term Deposits and Saving Bank account are accounted on
accrual basis.

3. RECOGNITION OF EXPENSES

3.1 Pay and Allowances and Claims of employees

Establishment Expenditure and Employee Claim Bills received by 31stMarch of the
respective year are provided for on accrual basis.

3.2 Bills payable

(i) Payable to suppliers/ service provider: Bills of vendors received for Supplies/
Services provided upto 31st March are accounted for on accrual basis. However, in
case of non-receipt of bills, provision for liability is created on estimated basis.

(ii)  Liability for Audit Fees for C&AG and Internal Auditor will be recognised as and when
bill received.

3.3 Institute Share of New Pension Scheme

Institute share of NPS @ 14 percent of Pay (Pay in pay band + Grade pay) and
Dearness Allowance thereon is accounted for in the month/ year in which salary is
booked and this is charged as expenditure in the nature Head of Account.

4, FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

4.1 Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition including freight, duties and taxes and
incidental and direct expenses related to acquisition, installation and
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commissioning. The Fixed Assets and Capital Expenditure incurred for new
Campus are from Corpus of the Institure and from the Grants provided by Ministry of
Education, Government of India for Capital Expenditure (if any).

4.2 Gifted/ Donated asset are valued at the declared value where available; if not
available, the value to be estimated based on the present market value adjusted
with reference to the physical conditions of the asset. Capital Fund to be increased
by the amount of value of such assets acquired and merged with the fixed assets of
the Institute. Depreciation on these assets is charged at the rate applicable to the
respective asset.

4.3 FixedAssets are disclosed at cost less depreciation. Depreciation on fixed Assets is
provided on Straight Line method at following rate:

4.4  Depreciation is provided for the whole year on additions during the year and no
depreciationis charged on the assets sold/ discarded during the year.

4.5 Upto 31st March, 2014 deprecation on assets was charged on Written Down Value

Method. However as per the Guideline of MoE the Straight-line Method of
Depreciation has been adopted from 1st April, 2014 and the prescribed rate of
Deprecation (SLM) was accordingly charged.
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Where an asset is fully depreciated, it is carried at a residual value of Rs. 100 in the
Books of Accounts.

Assets created out of Earmarked Funds and funds of Sponsored Projects, where
the ownership of the assets vest in the Institute, are booked as Fixed assets by
credit to Capital Fund and these assets are merged with the fixed assets of the
Institute. Assets created out of Sponsored Project funds, where the ownership is
retained by the sponsors but held and used by the Institute are separately disclosed
in the Notes on Accounts.

Asset costing up to Rs. 2000 (except Library Books) is treated as Small Value
Assets, 100% depreciation is provided in respect of such assets at the time of their
acquisition.

Depreciation Fund is separately created for accumulated depreciation and this
depreciation fund is made out of Capital Fund and disclosed separately.

INTANGIBLE ASSETS:

Patents and copy rights, Licence, E Journals (Other than annual subscription) and
Computer Software are grouped under Intangible Assets.

Renewal of annual subscription of online Journals & Periodicals, considered as the
expense of the year for which the online access is authorised.

Expenditure on acquisition of software is capitalised separately and forms a part of
intangible assets.

INVESTMENTS

Long term investments are valued at cost however any permanent diminution in the
value of long term investment on the date of Balance Sheet is provided for in the
accounts.

Short Term investments are carried at their cost or market value whicheveris lower.

EARMARKED/ENDOWMENT FUND

Any contribution by the students or any outside agency for the specific purpose are
transferred under this fund and all the related expenditure are incurred from the
respective Earmarked Fund. The assets created out of Earmarked Funds where the
ownership Vests in the Institution, are merged with the assets of the Institute by
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crediting an equal amount to the Capital Fund. The balance in the respective funds
is carried forward and is represented on the assets side by balance at Bank,
Investments and accrued interest.

Total Interest accrued/ earned on investment is allocated on the basis of its opening
value with respect to Earmark Fund and Corpus Fund.

Alumni Fund, Depreciation Fund, Ex-Education Fund, Welfare Funds and
Consultancy Services are considered as Earmarked Funds.

Net surplus in Executive Education Fund is worked out after finalisation of due
remuneration in next financial year. Accordingly, net surplus (if any) is transferred to
Income and Expenditure Account in the year of finalisation of faculty remuneration.
In the current year, NIL remuneration has been finalised/ paid and hence opening
balance has been transferred to Income side.

CORPUS FUND

Surplus of Income over Expenditure will be transferred to Corpus Fund. The balance
in the Corpus Fund which is carried forward is represented by the balance in Fixed
and other Deposits with the Bank, and accrued interest thereon.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS

Where a sanction for release of grant pertaining to the financial year is received
before 31st March and the grant is actually received in the next financial year, the
grant is accounted on accrual basis and an equal amount is shown as recoverable
from the Grantor.

To the extent utilized towards capital expenditure, government grants are
transferred to the capital fund.

All the recurring expenditure are met out of revenue grant GIA 31 & GIA 36 to the
extent of availability of grant and any surplus is shown as current liability and any
deficitis met out of internal accruals and/or Corpus.

Interest received on Grant in Aid, if any is considered as part of Grant in Aid for
Recurring Expenses.

INVESTMENTS OF EARMARKED FUNDS AND INTEREST INCOME ACCRUED
ON SUCH INVESTMENTS:
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To the extent not immediately required for expenditure, the amounts available
against such funds are deposited for Auto fixed term deposits with Banks. Any
interest accrued on such deposits is credited to the respective funds. Only in the
case of Consultancy Services, interest earned/ accrued on saving bank only has
been credited to the said account since balance is lying in savings account itself.

11. SPONSORED PROJECTS

11.1 Inrespectof on-going Sponsored Projects, the amounts received from sponsors are
credited to the head "Current Liabilitiesand Provisions- Sub Head Other Current
Liabilities- Receipts against on-going sponsored projects." As and when
expenditure is incurred/ advances are paid against such projects, the said current
liability account is debited. Further, any expenditure on such project incurred by the
Institute as its contribution is debited to the Income and Expenditure account.

11.2 Expenses incurred on Fellowships and Scholarships are accounted as Academic
expenses.

12. PRIORPERIOD INCOME/EXPENDITURE
Prior period income/ expenditure are those incomes/ expenses which do not pertain
to the current year but pertain to the previous year (s) against which no liability was
provided as the bills were received/ processed during current year after 31st March.

13. INCOME TAX

The income of the Institute is exempt from Income Tax as per the provision of section
10(23c)(vi) of Income TaxAct, 1961.

Institute has got constructed New Faculty Housing and Staff Housing Building from
M/s Pyramid Builders, who have submitted their 9th and Final bill for construction
against which provision has been made in the books in the current year. However,
the same has not been capitalised since the work completion certificate has not
been received till 31-03-2024. The building will be capitalised as and when
completion certificate is received from M/s RITES Ltd (PMC).

Pension fund is being deducted and deposited under New Pension Scheme on
monthly basis to National Securities Depository Limited (NSDL)-Central Record
keeping Agency (CRA) except in case of three employees where deposit is pending
due to non-allotment of PRANumber.

As per revised format of Accounts issued by MoE, the account statement of the NPS
Contribution has also been prepared. In absence of the required information, it is
stated that during the year 2023-24, an amount of Rs 1,20,11,676/- has been paid as
employers' contribution in NPS TEIR-I Account and an amount of Rs 72,403/- was
outstanding for three employees whose PRA Number was not received fill
31.03.2024.

The Indian Institute of Management-Rohtak was a society registered with the
Registrar of Societies, Rohtak, Haryana vide registration no.152/2009-10 dated
16.11.2009 with its objective to establish and carry on the administration and
management of the Indian Institute of Management Rohtak. Parliament had passed
the Statute “Indian Institute of Management Act, 2017” and gave the status as
corporate body to the Institute w.e.f. 31.01.2018. The Institute is substantially
funded by the Government of India while the free of cost allotment of land is provided
by the State Government through Gazette notification. Institute has fully operated
through its own New Campus since May 2018.

The Institute used to receive Plan Grant under Xll five-year plan funded by
Government of India. However, no such Grant was received during the current year.
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The Unutilized part of specific grants provided for specific asset creation/ specific
projects are shown under the head current liabilities.

The Institute organizes various cultural and management events and the same has
been treated as part of Earmarked fund and any expenditure incurred against these
events is charged out of contribution received for such events. The deficit/ excess, if
any in such funds is carry forward and to be adjusted in the next year.

During the year the Institute received scholarship from various government
agencies, out of which Rs 29,20,000/- is outstanding for payment to students as on
31.03.2024 as per books of accounts as the same was received on 30th March 2024
only.

During the year the Institute appropriated/ apportioned Rs. 10017.29/- Lakhs to
Corpus Fund. This being the net surplus received as PGP/ IPM/ IPL Fees, bank
interest and other receipts related to various programmes after deducting revenue
expenses of the Institute.

The Government of Haryana had accorded sanction to transfer of land measuring
200 acre, 4 kanal, 7 marla to IIM Rohtak at Village Sunaria, Rohtak. The cost of land
measuring 136 Acre, 2 Kanal, 9 Marla is Rs 51,68,37,562/-, as per the
communication received from the Govt. of Haryana. The same value has been
considered in the books of accounts although the actual Valuation may vary. The
cost of remaining land is awaited to be intimated to IIM Rohtak, hence not been
considered in the books of accounts.

The Institute has shifted to its own Campus and started full operation from new
campus during the year2018-19.

The Institute is funded by the Ministry of Education, Government of India and during
F.Y. 2023-24 the Institute has received/ receivable sanctioned Grant- in- aid, as per
details mentioned below:

The Fixed Assets register is maintained by the Institute. The Fixed Assets include
the equipment installed in the offices, classrooms, hostels and Directors' residence
and faculty residences.

The PGP fees include the fees for Tuition, Hostel, Library, Placement, Books &
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Course Material charges, Computer Fees & Admission fees. The Establishment
expenses include the expenses related to Salaries & Wages of Teaching & Non-
Teaching Staff. The non-teaching staffs include the staff on contractual basis.

The Institute maintains the record of consumable items. Accordingly, physical stock
in hand as at end of financial year has been accounted for in books at purchase
value as closing stock.

The 20% amount collected from each student as Alumni Membership Support
Charges, i.e., Rs 5,77,500/- has been transferred to Income & Expenditure Account.
The amount transferred to Alumni Fund can be utilized only through Alumni Society
Executive Committee. Hence, levying of support charges was required.

During the year the Institute paid scholarship of Rs 70.00 Lakhs (it includes 25.00
Lakhs outstanding amount that was paid in 2024-25) to the various meritorious
students out of the Welfare Fund.

The current liabilities include the bills payable to various suppliers and also the
security deposits/ EMDs of the suppliers and students.

The apportioned amount of unexpired period of journal and periodicals has been
shown under pre-paid expenditure as current assets to be charged to expenditure
on the basis of period of utilization of such services in the future period.

RETIREMENT BENEFITS

The Faculty/ Staff joined on regular positions are coming under New Pension
Scheme of Govt. of India. Also, an order has been received from Ministry of
Education dated 16.12.2022, in compliance of which the Institute has made a
provision for Retirement Gratuity and Death Gratuity for all its eligible employees
under the Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972 i.e. all employees who had completed 5-
year service in the Institute.

Provision of Earned Leave Encashment to regular staff made in the books of
accounts as on 31st March 2024 as per the Actuary assessment done by Internal
Auditors and to cover the leave encashment liability as on 31st March 2024, hence,
an additional provision of leave encashment has been booked during the year by an
amountRs. 73.62 Lakhs

Provision of Gratuity amounting to Rs. 42.64 Lakhs to regular staff has been made in
the books of accounts as on 31st March 2024 as per the Actuary assessment done
by Internal Auditors.
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Most of the administrative staff is on contractual basis and the terms of such
employment do not cover any retirement benefits.

The insurance amounts to be refunded to the students after deducting the actual
insurance expenses from the amount collected as insurance charges from them is
yet to ascertained till 31st March 2024, hence it will be adjusted in accounts of
subsequentyear.

The Institute has transferred Rs 2,19,95,000/- to Welfare Fund during the year by
transferring @ Rs 15,000/- per student per year from the fee received to meet the
welfare expenses of the institute.

Goods & Service Tax returns are being filed and due tax is being paid regularly. GST
(TDS) will be provided at the time of payment against bills of suppliers.

Institute had created an estimated liability of Rs 144,89,030/- as on 31.03.2019
against agreement entered with M/s Hughes Global Education India Limited for the
services provided by him in terms of the agreement. The matter was under
arbitration. Institute has now paid Rs 62,00,000/- only (against estimated liability of
Rs 144.89 lakhs) as full & final settlement in compliance of arbitration orders in the
case of M/s Hughes Global Education India Ltd. Vs IIM Rohtak. The balance amount
which is not payable has been reversed in the books and booked as Miscellaneous
Income amounting Rs 82,89,030/- in the current year.

The amount lying in debit under Common Admission Process (2019-21) amounting
Rs. 67,75,690/- is subject to apportionment among different IIMs after receipt of
account from other IIMs. The share of expense relating to Institute shall be booked
as expense as and when accounts from different [IMs are received and settled.

Tax collection at source on scrap sale has not been applied as it was sold to small
vendors in cash. However, no such transaction has been done in the current year.

Earlier, with the approval of the Board, the Institute has utilised up to 10% of Corpus
amounting to Rs 24.19 crore for the purpose of clearing RA bills of contractors
related to construction/ development of campus and for construction/ development
activities of the Institute. Further, Board has also approved Rs 100 crore from corpus
fund to make payments towards purchase of land for Gurugram campus and
making payment of building contractors to close the finished projects and purchase
of other fixed assets. Accordingly, Institute has completely utilised Rs. 124.19 crores
out of Depreciation Reserve Fund and Corpus Fund for capital expenditure towards
construction and development of new campus. In Financial Year 2023-24 Board has
also approved Rs 100 crore from corpus fund to make payments towards making
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payment of building contractors to close the finished projects and purchase of other
fixed assets. Accordingly, Institute has utilised Rs. 19.75 crores out of Depreciation
Reserve Fund and Corpus Fund for capital expenditure towards construction and
development of new campus

TDS recoverable for Quarter 4 of FY 23-24 is subject to reconciliation with Form 26AS
since TDS filling date is 31st May, 2024 and few parties have still not filed their TDS
returns. Since Form 26AS is not updated till finalisation of annual accounts,
accordingly its treatment is pending.

The Institute has received Income Tax Refunds for earlier years (if any) and the
shortfall of refund received (if any) has been expensed off in books of accounts since
the same is not receivable from department.

As per the accounting policy of the Institute, net surplus from Executive Education for
the year 2023-24, after finalisation of faculty remuneration (if any) comes to Rs. 730.77
lakhs which has been transferred to income during the current year.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with Auditing Standards Generally Accepted
in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An
audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in
the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and
significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of
financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:

However, valuation of retirement benefits of
the employees of the Institute has been
done by the Internal Auditors, instead of on
actuarial valuation basis by a qualified
actuary, hence audit could not verify the
adequacy of the provisions made in respect
of retirement benefits.
